Directions to Cambridge
We recommend flying to Stansted airport, which is much closer to Cambridge than the other London airports. On arrival at Stansted, follow the signs to the railway station. Tickets can be purchased from the machines on the platform. A direct rail service runs hourly from Stansted to Cambridge on weekdays; the journey takes just over 30 minutes. Please check train times before you travel (http://www.nationalrail.co.uk/) because the direct service is sometimes unavailable in the evening, at weekends and on Bank Holidays. Alternative, longer services may be available by changing at Bishop’s Stortford. In the event that no train is running, it may be possible to reach Cambridge by coach (one-hour journey). Directions within Cambridge
